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You can find and develop networking contacts in a number of ways. One way is by finding and 

contacting Suffolk alumni who are working in an area in which you may be interested. How do you find 

Suffolk alumni? We recommend using three resources: (1) the Suffolk University Harris Alumni Online 

Community; (2) Martindale.com; and (3) LinkedIn.  

The Suffolk University Harris Alumni Online Community is a searchable database of Suffolk 

Law alumni. The information in this database is not always 100% accurate, but is generally up-to-date. 

You need to register to use this database; however registration is free and only takes a few minutes.  

Martindale.com is an online, professional network for legal professionals. Although one can search for 

attorneys for free, professionals must pay to be listed on the website. Consequently, this database is not 

exhaustive and only includes those attorneys who paid to join the Martindale network. Finally, LinkedIn 

is a social networking site for professional networking. You need to join LinkedIn in order to use the site, 

but joining is free. This can be a great place to search for alumni, but you will only be able to find those 

alumni who have taken the time to join LinkedIn. 

Although none of these resources is perfect, taken together they can be a great way to find alumni 

with whom you can set up an informational interview. The following pages will take you step-by-step 

through the process of finding Suffolk Law alumni using these websites. You can also use 

Martindale.com and LinkedIn to find alumni from your undergraduate school. Once you have found 

alumni you would like to contact, look at our Networking and Informational Interviewing Handout

The CAN is a 

database that contains alumni who have specifically indicated that they are willing to be a 

networking/mentoring resource for current students and/or alumni.  The Directory is the 

comprehensive database containing most alumni from the entire university.

Á When you enter into the Directory, you will automatically be put into the ñBasicò search 

page.  You will likely want to conduct your search using the ñAdvancedò search page.  To 

access the ñAdvancedò search, simply click on the word ñAdvancedò in the upper right hand 

corner of the page. 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

Á Once you are on the ñAdvancedò search page, you can conduct searches using a variety of 

criteria.  When conducting searches, it is helpful to sort your results by the employer name.  

If you sort the results by the employer name, that information will appear on the main page 

of the search results.
